C.F.S.C. SWEETHEART HANDBOOK

  A  Junior and Senior Sweetheart contest will be held each year in December at the awards banquet.

  Questions concerning the Sweethearts contest should be referred to the Sweetheart Chairman.

  The Sweethearts will reign for one year.

SECTION I

SWEETHEART CONTEST

I. PURPOSE

A. The Sweetheart election is held to select a Jr. and Sr. Sweetheart to represent the Club for a term of one year.

1. To act as an ambassador of good will.

2. To project the Club Motto of “Horsemanship, Sportsmanship, and Citizenship.”

3. To add glamour and enthusiasm to Member events, Club Functions and outside activities.

B. To give opportunity for the selection of the most qualified girls for this 

position.

II. REQUIREMENTS OF A CONTESTANT

A. Age for Junior Sweetheart will be 10 years and under and age for Senior 

Sweetheart will be 11-20 years.

B. Single and never married

C. Have available an acceptable mount.

D. Must have been a member in good standing for one year.

III. RUNNING FOR SWEETHEARTS

A. Contestants should make their intent to run for sweetheart known by the September show.

B. They should introduce themselves to club members and get to know them.

C. Ask the members to watch them ride at the Sept. and Oct. shows and to please vote for them in their appropriate age group at the election in Dec.

IV.        VOTING FOR THE SWEETHEARTS

Candidates shall be voted on based on

1. Appearance

2. Personality

3. Background (to be given in oral presentation), includes past experience with Club and Horse activities.

4. Horsemanship

SECTION II

DUTIES OF THE SWEETHEARTS

A. To represent the Club to the best of her ability under the direction of the 

Sweetheart Chairperson.

I. STATUS

A. They shall reign for no more than one year consecutively.

II. SWEETHEART DRESS CODE

A. Western clothing and accessories

B. Tiara  (Furnished by the Club)

C. Club Sweetheart Sash (Furnished by the Club)

D. The Sweethearts shall always appear in proper dress when she is representing the club, unless she is advised differently the Sweetheart Chairperson.

 III.        VACANCY OF OFFICE

A. In the event of a vacancy in the office of the Sweetheart, prior to Sept. 1, the 

Sweetheart Candidate with the next highest votes earned while she was competing as a Sweetheart Candidate shall fill the un-expired term of office.

B. In the event of a vacancy in the office of a Sweetheart after Sept 1, there 

will be no successor.

III. RESPONSIBILITIES

A. They shall attend all club functions sponsored by the club unless officially

excused by the Sweetheart Chairperson.

B. They may attend any outside functions of their choice.

C. They will only attend another club function as Sweetheart if formally invited

by the hosting club.

D. They shall always travel with a chaperone.

1. A parent or guardian

2. An adult approved by the Sweetheart Chairperson

IV. TRADITIONAL COURTESIES

A. The Sweethearts shall ride in a place of honor in all Grand entries and 

Parades.

B. The Sweethearts shall receive special recognition in introductions.

C. The Sweethearts shall hand out all club awards at all club functions.

GENERAL SUGGESTIONS

   I.        EXPECTED FORMAL WESTERN DRESS

A.      Dress for Introductions, Parades, and Awards presentations.

1. Tailored western clothing coordinated ensemble.

2. Worn with complete accessories:

a. Hat (western & tiara)

b. Boots or proper riding shoes

   II.        EXPECTED DRESS FOR INFORMAL OCCASIONS (Playday Competition)

A. Shirt of western design, tucked into pants (no T-shirts, halter tops, half

Tops, etc.)

B. Western styled blue jeans (neatly pressed)

C. Hat (western optional)

D. Boots (western or approved riding shoes no tennis shoes)

E. Western belt and buckle.

 III          GROOMING

A. Make-up is a VERY PERSONAL thing, but it is an important part of your

impression and a necessity when photographed.  The wise thing to do is use make-up for a natural effect.  Some girls need more make-up than others while some need less than they think.

D. Cleanliness and a “just pressed” look to your clothes are the foundation 

For a well groomed look.  This requires forethought rather than afterthought and a little time before you leave home.

IV. SOCIAL CONDUCT

A. You should never break the standard rules of travel.

B. You should always be on time for any function you attend.

C. When an invitation is accepted, make an effort to stay for the entire program.

D. You should be available to your host for unscheduled participation or introductions.

E. Show appreciation to the Host organization and be gracious for every consideration.

F. Accept errors gracefully…mistakes are not intentional.

G. You should make as many friends as possible.  You must talk with people if you are to be well known.

H. You should be available and easy to find at club functions if, you are needed by the Officers or your Host.

I. Controversial discussions should always be avoided by referring such questions to a club officer.

J. Try to be discreet.  You are observed not only by your peers, but by the very young and the “over 30” as well.

K. You should make it your business to know the Club Calendar of Events and encourage interest in Club activities.

L. You should refuse any personal invitation that is questionable.

M. Be at your very best for every occasion … large or small.

N. You should show a sincere interest in people and not be afraid to exercise your true personality.

O. Consider this Handbook and make your contribution to it by reporting any questions unanswered, or your personal opinion of an issue, to the club officers.

P. Above all, ENJOY YOURSELF.
